O Rest In The Lord is an aria, from the oratorio Elijah by Mendelssohn. The work is based on Psalm 38 which concludes O LORD, do not forsake me; be not far from me, O my God. Come quickly to help me, O Lord my Savior.

The words of the song are those of an angel, who speaks to Elijah after he has run for his life into the wilderness. Elijah lies under a tree exhausted and asks the Lord to take his life, because his suffering is too much for him to bear. Then he falls asleep. An angel appears twice -- first to wake him up and give him water and a loaf of bread. Then, when Elijah falls asleep again, the angel appears a second time.       He gives Elijah enough food for him to survive for forty days in the wilderness. In the aria the angel is encouraging Elijah, so that not only will he have enough food for his forty days of travelling in the wilderness, but that he will also have the spiritual strength to overcome the sadness of the moment.
