Welcome back everyone. Thank you, for your co-operation, offers of help and support over this last difficult week.

We are pleased to tell you that our buildings were inspected by a structural engineer and declared safe for occupation. Our beautiful car-park, though, has sadly been damaged by the high water table and liquefaction. We have been told that it is safe for use but will need to be replaced, probably within a year.  The whole property had those strange little volcanoes everywhere - and water. We are most grateful to Eric and Carl Janssen, Jaden and Joshua who laboured for hours to clear silt from the pathways for us. The court area has a couple of cracks and lifted at one corner where a slab of concrete moved under it. Inside the buildings a few things were thrown around with minor breakages. The teachers were able to put their classrooms back together again quite easily. 
The best news of all is that the children seem happy to be back at school and have settled into school routines very well.
